WEEVA opened for the first time on the 4th 
of October, 1871. It served as Groningen’s 
soupkitchen; a place for anyone to get a decent, 
and most importantly, cheap meal.

The usual meals at were often 
beef, bean and potato based. These 
all have important nutrients one 
needs.

Due to major success, WEEVA was 
able to expand in 1875. Now, besides 
food they also profided places to 
sleep.
This is where the name WEEVA 
stems from: “Woon- en Eethuis 
voor Allen“, or in english: A 
living- and eatingplace for all.

The hotel rebranded to the 
“Martini hotel“ in 2002, and in 
current days it’s also known as a 
municipal monument. 

WEEVA reopened in 2011 and is 
currently a restaurant where 
they still serve old dutch meals, 
but for more standard modern-
day prices.
